	An abnormal circumstance CO2emissions is defined in Article 1, point 1/1 of the EAT decision. This defines a circumstance which cannot be foreseen by the aircraft operator, which is a one-off circumstance or is restricted in time and has the result that the monitoring methodology in the approved monitoring plan for CO2emissions temporarily cannot be followed.

A high impact abnormal circumstance CO2emissions is also defined in Article 1, point 16/1 of the EAT decision. This concerns an abnormal circumstance CO2emissions which has the result that the monitoring methodology in the approved monitoring plan for CO2emissions cannot be applied for at least one percent of the CO2emissions to be monitored on an annual basis.

	When should you notify a high impact abnormal circumstance for CO2emissions?

	

	
	A high impact abnormal circumstance CO2emissions should be notified and presented for approval by the Verification Office no later than five working days after the day you known about it or could have reasonably known about it.

Should the high impact abnormal circumstance not be remedied within the period indicated for the application of the alternative monitoring methodology during the abnormal circumstance, in keeping with section B of the category the Verification Office shall complete in the approved form for the high impact abnormal circumstance, you must proceed without delay to let the Verification Office know once more about the continuation of the abnormal circumstance and do so using this form.

	During the check of the abnormal circumstance for CO2emissions, the Verification Office may get in touch with the aircraft operator to seek further information. Where appropriate, the Verification Office may make a check at sites the aircraft operator uses to carry out the aviation activities. 

Within two months after receiving the form concerning an abnormal circumstance for CO2emissions, the Verification Office shall take a decision about approving or rejecting the proposed monitoring methodology.

The relevant authority notifies the aircraft operator about the approval or rejection, subsequent to validation.
